2. Perform aroad test. Listen for odd noises or rattles and fix as necessary.

3. If there are no issues, confinue to enjoy your added performance from the Injen performance Intake kit.

1. Upon completion of the installation, reconnect the negative battery terminal before you start the engine.

2. Align the entire intake system for the best possible fit. Once the infake has been properly fitted continue to tighten all nuts, bolts and clamps.

3. Periodically, recheck the alignment of the intake system and make sure there is proper clearance around and along the length of the intake.
