On the lower part of the airbox, pull back on the two

retaining clips holding the top of the air box to the

lower portion of the airbox

With all four retaining clips loose, remove the entire

upper portion of the air box and air duct.

Stock air box cleaner and air ducts shown in this  pic-

ture.  Before getting started with the installation, be

sure to disconnect the negative battery  terminal.

Once all plastic clips and screws have been

removed continue to pull the front bumper off

Loosen the throttle body clamp as shown above. Using a pair of  needle nose pliers, compress clamp

on the crank case port underneath the engine cover

and pull the clamp back.

Once the upper portion of the air box is removed,

you now have access to the air filter element.

Now  snug the clamp on the throttlebody side, make

sure you leave it slightly loose to make some adjust-

ments later

Ground wire that needs to be relocated shown

above

Now tighten the 10mm bolt to the frame

Loosen and remove the 10mm bolt  on the right

ground wire only. This wire will be relocated to the

set of ground wires on the left.

Place both set of ground wires together and mount

them back to the left side

Locate a set of ground wires located under the driv-

ers side headlight, behind the bumper support.

Now loosen the 10mm bolt securing the left set of

ground wired

right ground wire was once located.

Place the 2.75” 90deg. elbow with 2 clamps onto the

throttlebody. Make sure you have the long end of the

90 deg. hose on the throttlebody side.



The  intake pipe will be inserted from the bottom,

behind the bumper support.

With the pipe in place, make your final adjustments for

the best fitment and then tighten both clamps on the

90 deg. elbow located on the throttlebody.   

With the intake pipe in place, make sure the lower intake bracket lays flush

with the vibramount

us a 10mm socket and rachet and tighten the M6 nut

to the bracket

Place the fender washer and the M6 flanged nut over the bracket.

Press the factory air box retaining  clip over three air

box cover tabs.

Place the 17”-10mm vacuum hose over the

breather port under the engine cover.

1. Upon completion of the installation, reconnect the negative battery terminal before you start the engine.  

2. Align the entire intake system for the best possible fit.  Once the intake has been properly fitted continue

to tighten all nuts, bolts and clamps.

3. Periodically, recheck the alignment of the intake system and make sure there is proper clearance around

and along the length of the intake.  Failure to follow proper mainentance procedures may cause

damage to the intake and will void the warranty.

4. Start the engine and listen carefully for any odd noises, rattles and/or air leaks prior to taking it for a test

drive.  If any problems arise go back and check the vacuum lines, hoses and clamps that maybe causing

leaks or rattles and correct the problem.

5. Check the filter for excessive dirt build up.  Clean or replace the filter with an original Injen filter (can be 

bought on-line at “injenonline.com”).  Congratulations!  You have just completed the installation of the best      

intake system sold on the market.    Enjoy the added power and performance of your new intake system.
