With pliers pull back crank case line from engine. Carefully manuever the bottom half of air box out of

vehicle. Note: becarefull and not damage the A/C

line. Re-install the bolt from previous step and secure

the A/C line.

Lift up engine cover and remove from vehicle. Un-clip upper half of air box and remove.

Loosen the 2 clamps using 8mm nut driver. With long 8mm nut driver, loosen the clamp under

the engine cover on throttle body.

Stock box shown in this picture Disconnect the MAF sensor harness.Loosen the oil cap.

With pliers pull back crank case line.

Pull off the throttle body ring.

With 10mm socket and ratchet, loosen and remove

the bolt holding in A/C line and air box.

4. Start the engine and listen carefully for any odd noises, rattles and/or air leaks prior to taking it for a test

drive.  If any problems arise go back and check the vacuum lines, hoses and clamps that maybe causing

leaks or rattles and correct the problem.

5. Check the filter for excessive dirt build up.  Clean or replace the filter with an original Injen filter (can be 

bought on-line at “injenonline.com”).
