1. (Read instructions prior to installation.) It is recommended to not fully tighten the exhaust until it has been 

fully installed. Leave loose for adjustability. 

2. Secure vehicle on jack stands (refer to your manual for specified jack stand positions). 

3. For faster installation, spread out the parts of the exhaust alongside your vehicle as shown in the diagram above. 

4. Secure the stock exhaust with jack/stands.  

5. Disconnect the negative battery terminal. 

6. It is necessary to cut the OE exhaust system to install the aFe power exhaust. To do this measure rearward from 

the welded hanger. Measure and cut at 16” for the driver’s side and 17” for the passenger side as shown in        

fig 2. Deburr the cut pipes for installation of the aFe power system. 

7. Disengage the welded hangars from the rubber isolation mounts and remove the muffler assembly. (Retain the 

rubber isolation mounts as they will be used later to install the aFe power exhaust) 

8. Begin installation of the aFe power exhaust system by installing the driver side and passenger side tail pipe 

assemblies to the cut outlets of the OE exhaust system and loosely fasten with the supplied 2-3/4” clamps. 

Install the hangars into the rubber isolation mounts. 

9. Install the exhaust tips onto the driver’s side and passenger side tail pipe assembly using the provided clamps, 

make finger tight. 

10. Ensure that all the components of the aFe POWER exhaust system are aligned and are at a safe clearance from 

all wires, hoses, brake lines, body parts, and tires. 

11. Start from the front of the aFe exhaust system and evenly tighten all clamps and fasteners.  

12. Start the vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, determine cause and repair as necessary. 

13. Remove vehicle from jacks stands.  

14. It is recommended to re-tighten all clamps and hardware after 50-100 miles. 
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
