Step 1: If the vehicle is equipped with a brace above the factory intake, remove the brace by following Steps 

2-7. If no brace is equipped, skip to Step 8. 

NOTE: This aFe POWER intake is design to fit with and without the factory brace.

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Refer to Figure B For Steps 2-5 

Step 2: Begin with the driver’s side plastic cover. Remove the trim seal from the plastic panel by pulling up. 

Step 3: With a panel popper, remove the two (2) clips holding the plastic panel. 

Step 4: Remove the one screw, then remove the plastic cover from the vehicle. 

Step 5: Repeat Steps 2-4 for the passenger’s side plastic cover.

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Refer to Figure C For Steps 6-7 

Step 6: Continuing to the passenger’s side, use a 12mm socket to remove the two (2) bolts on the factory 

brace. 

Step 7: Repeat Step 6 for the driver’s side, then remove the brace from the vehicle.

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Refer to Figure D for Steps 8-9 

Step 8: Remove the two (2) 10mm nuts holding the factory scoop. These nuts will be re-used. 

Step 9: Remove the 10mm bolt holding the factory airbox. This bolt will be re-used.

Step 10: Disconnect the Mass Air Flow (MAF) sensor harness.  

Step 11: Using a 6mm nut driver, loosen the clamp on the factory housing. 

Step 12: Remove the factory airbox from the engine bay. 

Step 13: Remove the factory engine cover.

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Refer to Figure F for Steps 14-15 

Step 14: Find the pinch clamp holding the factory intake tube to the factory intake resonator, sitting below 

the windshield cowel. With a flathead screw driver, loosen this clamp by twisting the screw driver and 

lifting up on the clamp’s tabs. 

Step 15: Remove the factory intake tube from the vehicle.

Step 16: Transfer the MAF sensor from the factory airbox to the aFe POWER intake tube, and secure using 

the supplied screws.

Step 17: Transfer the factory grommets from the factory airbox into the aFe POWER housing. 

Step 18: Install the supplied air filter into the aFe POWER housing until the air filter tabs at the base lock into 

place. Place the clamp over the air filter flange, but do not tighten at this time.

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Refer to Figure I for Step 19  

Step 19: This kit includes an optional plug to close off the rear auxiliary air inlet. Install the plug if you wish to 

close it off to only capture cold air from the front. 

NOTE: Without the plug installed, the aFe POWER intake will capture the maximum air available. 

More airflow offers more power. Some of this air is picked up from inside the engine compartment 

could be warmer air. Warmer air will affect the performance of the vehicle. 

The plug installed on the housing will block off any hot engine air entering the housing to make sure 

the coolest air available is directed into the engine. The plug will also reduce the noise of the intake.

Step 20: Install the supplied coupling onto the factory intake resonator and place the supplied clamps onto 

the coupling. Do not tighten the clamps at this time.

Refer to Figure K for Steps 21-22 

Step 21: Install the aFe POWER housing into the vehicle. 

Step 22: Place the nuts and bolt from Steps 8 and 9 onto the aFe POWER housing, but do not tighten at 

this time.

Step 23: Install the aFe POWER intake tube into the coupling, then into the aFe POWER air filter. Do not 

tighten the clamps at his time. 

Step 24: Align the aFe POWER intake tube, housing, and coupling to sit properly. 

Step 25: Connect the MAF harness to the MAF sensor on the aFe POWER intake tube. 

NOTE: MAF sensor shown belongs to 2020 BMW L4-2.0L (t) B46.

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Refer to Figure M for Steps 26-30 

Step 26: Tighten the factory nuts and bolts to secure the aFe POWER housing. 

Step 27: Tighten the clamps at the coupling, then the clamp at the air filter. 

Step 28: Re-install the factory engine cover. 

Step 29: If the vehicle is equipped with a brace, re-install the brace from Step 1. 

Step 30: Make sure all components and connections are secure. Your installation is now complete. Thank 

you for choosing aFe POWER! 

NOTE: MAF sensor shown belongs to 2020 BMW L4-2.0L (t) B46.
