Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-4

Step 1: Use a 6mm nut driver to loosen the clamp on the flexible intake coupler that is closest to the
Mass Air Flow (MAF) sensor. @

Step 2: Unclip the (4) clips on the intake cover and be careful not to let them fall out.@

Step 3: Disconnect the MAF sensor harness from the sensor.

Step 4: Remove the top half of the OE air intake which consists of the tube and cover. Leave the flexible

intake coupler and clamp in place.

Refer to Figure B for Steps 5-8

Step 5: Remove the OE air filter from the airbox.

Step 6: Disconnect the (3) wires form the metal bracket located on the back of the airbox. @
Step 7: Lift up on the airbox to remove it from the (3) mounting posts.

Step 8: Detach the air box from the air duct as you remove the airbox from the vehicle.

Step 9: Remove the (3) grommets from the bottom of the OE airbox and transfer them to the
corresponding locations on the new aFe airbox.

Step 10: Remove the metal bracket from the back of the OE airbox using a 7mm socket and driver, and

reattach the bracket to the back of the aFe housing using the OE screws.

Step 11: Remove the MAF sensor from the OE intake tube using a T25 Torx driver, and install the MAF
sensor into the aFe intake tube in the same orientation.

Step 12: Use the new M4 screws provided and a T20 Torx driver to secure the MAF sensor to the aFe
intake tube.

Refer to Figure E for Steps 13-15

Step 13: Install the new aFe housing into the vehicle and align it with the air duct before securing it to the
grommets. Make sure the bracket is on the correct side of the (3) wires in the back before
securing the airbox. To secure the airbox, press down firmly on the airbox in the (3) locations
where the grommets were installed.

Step 14: Reconnect the (3) wires to their respective locations on the metal bracket.

Step 15: Install the new aFe air filter in the opening on the airbox. Verify that the small tabs click into the
airbox by slightly pulling out on the air filter. Make sure the clamp is loosely installed over air
filter.

Refer to Figure F for Steps 16-18

Step 16: Install the intake tube into the vehicle by inserting the small end of the tube into the flexible
coupler and then insert the other end of the tube into the air filter.

Step 17: Connect the MAF sensor harness to the sensor.

Step 18: Tighten both clamps to secure the intake tube.

Refer to Figure G for Steps 19-20

Step 19: Make sure all connections are tight at this time, and all electrical connectors are securely
fastened.

Step 20: If you would like to use the optional urethane plug to seal the airbox, then you may install it
now. Your installation is now complete!

NOTE: Check all bolts, clamps, and connectors after 100-200 miles.
