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Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-2
Step 1: Remove the (4) screws that secure the plastic cover   1   that is covering the factory vented 

             shroud   2   and then remove the cover. 

Step 2: Remove the factory intake scoop   3   and vented shroud. Use a small flat blade screwdriver to 

             unclip the clips on either side of the vented shroud.

Step 3: Disconnect the MAF sensor harness from the intake.  4

Step 4: Loosen the hose clamp on the factory intake coupler using a 7mm nut driver.

Step 5: Remove the hose clamp on the bottom of the factory intake coupler using a 7mm socket and 

             driver.  

Step 6: Remove the factory intake coupler.

Refer to Figure D for Steps 7-8
Step 7: Install the new aFe coupler and clamps as shown with the angle pointing straight back towards 

             the turbo. You can use the small parting line on the coupler to make sure that this is lined up 

             properly.

Step 8: Tighten the bottom clamp around the turbo inlet, but leave the top clamp loose.

Refer to Figure E for Steps 9-10
Step 9: Remove the two rubber mounting grommets from the factory air box and relocate them to the 

             new aFe air box.

Step 10: The heat shield has been preinstalled with Loctite, however, please check to make sure that all 

               4 screws are installed and torqued properly at this time.

Step 11: Install the aFe housing into the vehicle by dropping it straight down into the holes in the frame 

               rail. Please note that the housing might be a little loose at this point, however, after the tube is

               installed everything will fit tightly.

Step 12: Install the air filter into the air box and press it into place. You should be able to hear and feel 

               the 6 tabs lock into place in the housing. Leave the clamp loosely over the air filter.

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Refer to Figure H for Steps 13-14
Step 13: Use the provided T20 security bit to remove the MAF sensor from the factory intake.

Step 14: Mount the MAF sensor onto the new aFe intake tube using the factory screws and the provided 

               T20 security bit.

Step 15: Install the intake tube into the coupler first and then into the filter. Make sure that the coupler 

              lines up evenly with the intake tube.

Step 17: Reroute the MAF sensor harness toward the front of the vehicle and behind the other electrical 

               connectors.  5  (See new locations above)

Step 18: Connect the new MAF sensor harness extension to MAF sensor harness and then to the MAF 

               sensor.

Step 19: Tighten both clamps on the intake tube using a flat blade screwdriver or an 8mm nut driver.

Step 20: Reinstall the engine cover and make sure that it snaps into place at all four mounting points.
