Step 1: Remove the engine cover@.
Step 2: Detach the three (3) wire harnesses located at the back of the factory airbox@from the factory

airbox, as shown in Figure 1.
Step 3: Detach the factory air duct from the factory airbox@.

Step 4: Loosen the clamp at the factory intake tube@.

Step 5: Disconnect the MAF sensor@.
Step 6: Carefully pull up on the factory intake to remove from the engine bay as one piece.

Step 7: Using the two (2) supplied M4 screws, transfer and secure the MAF sensor from the factory intake to
the aFe Power intake tube@.

Step 8: Install the supplied air filter onto the aFe Power intake tube. Do not tighten the clamp yet@.

Step 9: Transfer the two (2) factory grommets from the factory intake to the aFe Power intake tube, as
shown in Figure 2.

Step 10: Transfer the three (3) grommets from the factory airbox to the aFe Power intake housing.

Step 11: Transfer the bracket from the factory airbox to the aFe Power intake housing@ and attach using
three (3) of the supplied M6 screws.

Step 12: If desired, install the supplied aFe Power plug @ as shown in Figure 3.

NOTE: Without the plug installed, the aFe Power intake will capture the maximum air available.
More airflow offers more power. Some of this air picked up from inside the engine compartment

could be warmer air. Warmer air will affect the performance of the vehicle.

Power housing.
Step 15: Using two (2) of the supplied M6 screws, fasten the aFe Power intake tube to the aFe Power intake
