Step 3: Loosen the hose clamp at the factory airbox. Then, slide the factory intake tube away from the

factory airbox.

Step 9: Install the supplied air filter into the aFe POWER housing. Place the air filter into the large opening at
the top, then slip the air filter flange into the round opening on the aFe POWER housing, making sure the
air filter’s lip locks into place. Rotate the air filter to have clearance around the inside of the aFe POWER
housing.

Step 10: Place the clamp over the flange of the air filter. Do not tighten the clamp at this time.

Step 14: When the coupling sits correctly on the turbo inlet, tighten the clamp between the coupling and the
turbo inlet. Do not tighten the coupling at the open end of the coupling.

Step 15: Install the carbon fiber aFe POWER intake tube into the coupling. Do not tighten the clamp at this
time.

Step 16: Connect the crankcase breather line to the carbon fiber aFe POWER intake tube.

Step 17: Connect the temperature sensor harness to the temperature sensor.

Step 18: Make sure the carbon fiber aFe POWER intake tube and crankcase line sit comfortably, then
tighten the clamp between the carbon fiber aFe POWER intake tube and the coupling.

Step 19: Install the assembled aFe POWER housing and air filter into the engine bay by pressing down

firmly into the three (3) factory mounting grommets.

Step 20: Slip the carbon fiber aFe POWER intake tube into the air filter and tighten the clamp between the
carbon fiber aFe POWER intake tube and air filter.

Step 21: If the vehicle is equipped with a brace, re-install the brace from Step 1.
