1. Remove the stock swaybar, bushing and bracket. 
2. Grease the swaybar and the I.D. of the bushing. 
3. Place the bushing around the swaybar making sure the taller side of the bushings are facing each other. See diagram. 
4. Reinstall the factory brackets onto the bushing and reinstall onto the car.  Torque fasteners to factory specs.
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
