1) Remove sway bar and O.E.M. shell from |-Beam.
2) De-burr sharp edges from both sides of axle.

3) To help installation, grease leading edge of bushing then install bushing into axle using a C-clamp and 2 wood
blocks or metal washers.

4) Grease I.D. of bushing and O.D. of sway bar.
5) Reinstall sway bar. 1 7 1 28 24/AUG/10 BRH
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
