This instruction set is intended as a guideline for the safe installation of 
Energy Suspension’s Polyurethane.
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Remove endlink nuts on both sides of car. Remove endlink assemblies.
Remove sway bar bracket, remove OEM bushing.  Clean and grease 
bar surface and install Energy Suspension bushing.
Repeat for other side.
Now assemble endlink assembly as per below picture.
Tighten all bolts/nut to factory specifications.

Remove endlink nuts on both sides of car. Remove endlink assemblies.
Remove sway bar bracket, remove OEM bushing.  Clean and grease 
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Tighten all bolts/nut to factory specifications.
